Your referees should know what programme you are applying for and be able to give reasons why you are suitable for this programme. A printable version of the referees form is available on the University’s website at http://www.leeds.ac.uk/students/apply.htm
· Certificates and transcripts of relevant marks – a copy of your final degree certificate and academic transcript, with full details of degree class and grades in each unit or module should be submitted with your application form. A formal certified translation into English is required. Any offer made will be subject to the production of original or certified copies of these academic documents at the point of entry to the UK and on registration in Leeds. 

· Copies of IELTS or TOEFL certificates (if applicable) providing evidence that you have met the minimum requirements for your programme of study should be submitted with the application form. All offers made will be subject to the production or original or certified copies of these certificates on entry to the UK and to register in Leeds. 

· Letter of Sponsorship (if applicable).

Please also make sure that you clearly specify the programme that you intend to follow, (e.g. MA Education (General), MA TESOL, MA Special Educational Needs) so your application can be passed to the relevant tutors.  The programmes that are due to run can be found in the prospectus and the web page at http://www.education.leeds.ac.uk/prospective/

Acknowledgement of receipt of your application will be sent to you once it has been received in the School of Education.  We will contact you again once a decision has been made.  Please note this process may take several weeks.
